 Documents necessary for the application must be submitted by early July (for 
September graduation) or early January (for March graduation).

(1)  Application for Dissertation Review (KOU)  (Form 1-1), 

Application for DDoctorate (OTSU)  (Form 7) 
1. Use Japanese style block print for Japanese, and Roman block letters* for 

European languages. 
2. Put a primary supervisor’s seal on a space for primary supervisor’s approving 

(only for KOU). 
3. Specify the type of doctorate in the blank (  ) in Form. For example, for Division 

of Pharmacy write “Philosophy in Pharmacy” or “Philosophy” in the (  ) of 
“Doctor of (  )”. For Division of Pharmaceutical Sciences write “Philosophy in 
Pharmaceutical Sciences” or “Philosophy”.  

 
(2)  Dissertation 

1. The dissertation must be written in Japanese or English. Exceptions are only 
possible by special permission, obtained from the graduate school committee. If 
the thesis title is not in Japanese, also provide a title in Japanese. 

2. A4-size paper (210×297 mm) must be used and the text must be written 
horizontally from left to right and be bound on the left side. 

3. It is desirable for the dissertation to be typewritten on white paper. Offset 
printing is also acceptable. In the case of a handwritten dissertation, use 
Japanese style block print for Japanese and Roman block letters* for European 
languages. 

4. Follow the instructions given on the page 11 to create the front cover, the second 
page and the spine label. 

5. Insert the index before the dissertation. 
6. Submit 6 copies (temporary binding) for review.  
  
* Throughout this documents “block letter” means non-cursive ‘print-style’ writing 

with normal capitalization. 
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((3)  Reference theses 

Reference theses are original research papers that serve as the foundation of the 
doctoral dissertation. To qualify, each paper must include approximately half or more 
of its content in the dissertation and must not be used as a reference thesis for any 
other doctoral application by anyone other than the applicant. These papers must 
have already been published in, or have been definitively accepted for publication by, 
a peer-reviewed academic journal. If a paper intended to be used as a reference thesis 
is still under review, the applicant may still apply, provided that the paper’s 
submission status is clearly indicated in the Dissertation Index. 
The paper that will be used as a reference is currently being submitted (awaiting 
acceptance), the applicant will be allowed to apply by indicating that it is in process 
in the Dissertation Index. 
 
1. Submit reprints or copies of the reference theses. 
2. If the reference theses are yet to be published, attach drafts or proof prints 

(photocopies acceptable) along with a statement at the end confirming that 
publication is firmly assured. 

3. Designate reference theses with a coversheet describing the name and affiliation 
of the applicant, and bind the prints in order of publication date.

2. Use A4-size paper and print text horizontally from left to right. Dissertation                 
Summary must be limited to a single page. 
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((8)  Abstract (English) 
If you prepare for Dissertation, Dissertation summary and Dissertation abstract in 
English, you do not need to submit an Abstract (English). 

(9)  Dissertation Abstract 
1. Use A4-size paper and write text horizontally from left to right.  
2. Write the title of dissertation, affiliation (only for KOU) and author name on the 

first page. 
3. Write the summary in English (about 200 words) on the second page before the 

main body of the text. 
4. The main body of the text should be written in about 5,000 Japanese characters (or 

2,000 English words) including figures and diagrams. The main body may be less 
than 5,000 Japanese characters (or 2,000 English words),if it sufficiently contains 
Dissertation. 

 
(10)  Letter of Agreement  (Form 5) 

For all reference theses, the applicant must request a correspondence author or an 
equivalent person to submit, on his/her behalf, a Letter of Agreement of application for 
advancement to candidacy, including the confirmation that the reference theses have 
not been used by other authors for application for advancement to candidacy. 
Also, in the case the candidate is a correspondence author, such a Letter of Agreement 
must be signed and sealed by the candidate himself/herself. 

 

(11)  Certificate of Employment as a Researcher  (Form 8)  (Only for OTSU) 
Obtain verification of the content of the research record column in the curriculum 
vitae from the proper authority. 

 
(12)  Enrollment certificate and Official transcript of doctoral course  (Only for OTSU) 

Verification is to be submitted by those who have been registered as doctoral students 
for the designated period of time, and who have been awarded the designated number 
of credits before leaving the graduate school. 
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((13)  RReceipt for dissertation review fee  (Only for OTSU) 
Please contact the Pharmacy Student Affairs Section by e-mail before submitting a 
dissertation. (Refer to 4.”Address / Reference”) 
The dissertation review fee is non-refundable. 
Method of payment: Provide the necessary information on the attached payment slip 
and pay at any bank except for Japan Post Bank with wire transfer. 
After payment, confirm bank seal on the payment receipt and attach it to the reverse 
side of the application for doctorate (Form 7). Be sure to keep the bank 
“acknowledgement”. 

(1) Be aware of that bank counters are usually open until 3 p.m., and closed on  
weekends and holidays. 

(2) Payment of the dissertation review fee via ATM, cellular phone, or personal  
computer (online banking system) cannot be accepted. 

(3) The dissertation review fee is not required if the dissertation is submitted  
within a year from leaving the graduate school.
